1. The Allocations Branch has before it an Application for Review filed by Reding Broadcasting Co. (“Reding”), of the Memorandum Opinion and Order
 denying reconsideration of the Report and Order
 in this docket.  The Report and Order allotted Channel 255C2 at Dilley, Texas, and denied Reding’s counterproposal requesting the substitution of Channel 253C2 for Channel 252A at Pleasanton, Texas, Channel 290A for 253A at Hondo, and Channel 276A for 252A at Bandera, Texas. 
2. While pursuing the above-mentioned Application for Review, Reding refiled its proposal for Pleasanton, Hondo and Bandera, and counterproposed the substitution of Channel 253C1 for 252A at Pleasanton, and the reallotment of the channel to Schertz, Texas.  This proposal was accepted and granted in MM Docket 98-55.
   The Application for Review in this proceeding is therefore moot and will be dismissed.
3. IT IS ORDERED That the Application for Review filed by Reding Broadcasting Co. IS DISMISSED.
