1.  Before the Commission for consideration is the Notice of Proposed Rule Making

(“Notice”), (DA 00-700), released March 31, 2000, issued in response to a petition filed on behalf of Capstar Royalty II Corporation (“Capstar”) (now Capstar TX Limited Partnership) (“petitioner”), licensee of Station WQEN(FM), Channel 279C1, Gadsden, Alabama, proposing to change its community of license to Springville, Alabama, and to modify the license to specify operation on Channel 279C at the latter community pursuant to the provisions of Section 1.420(i) of the Commission’s Rules.   Petitioner filed comments in response to the Notice withdrawing its interest in pursuing its proposal.
  Petitioner also filed a Supplement to its request for dismissal.
 


2.  As stated in the Appendix to the Notice, a showing of continuing interest is required before a channel will be allotted.  Based upon the petitioner’s withdrawal of interest in pursuing its proposal, and in accordance with Commission policy, we will grant petitioner’s request to withdraw its rule making proposal.  See Alexander City, Alabama and West Point, Georgia, 9 FCC Rcd 2823 (1994).


3.  Accordingly, IT IS ORDERED, That the petition for rule making filed on behalf of Capstar (RM-9825) seeking the reallotment of Channel 279C1 from Gadsden to Springville, Alabama, as a Class C channel and modification of its license for Station WQEN(FM) to specify operation on Channel 279C at Springville, IS DISMISSED. 


4.  IT IS FURTHER ORDERED, That this proceeding IS TERMINATED.
