 “Subsequently, Rawhide Radio modified its Cuero proposal to specify reallotment to      McQueeney, Texas, in MM Docket No. 99-357.  Inasmuch as the Pearsall upgrade         was timely with respect to the McQueeney proposal, it is appropriate to consider the      Rawhide Radio proposal in the context of a separate proceeding.”

“27.  In order to allot Channel 280A to Wichita Falls, we are substituting Channel 278C for Channel 279C1 at Anadarko, Oklahoma, and are modifying the license of Station KRPT to specify operation on Channel 278C.34  Monroe-Stephens Broadcasting, Inc., licensee of Station KRPT, has agreed to this channel substitution and transmitter site change.  In this regard, we note that this upgrade will enable Station KRPT to serve an additional 19,820 square kilometers containing 237,054 persons.  In order to allot Channel 278C to Anadarko, we are substituting Channel 248C2 for Channel 278C1 at Alva, Oklahoma.35  George S. Flinn, Jr., applicant for the vacant Channel 278C1 allotment at Alva (File No. 970306MD), has agreed to either amend his application or, if the application is granted, modify the construction permit to specify operation on Channel 248C2 at a new site.  The Channel 278C allotment at Anadarko also requires that we substitute Channel 298C3 for vacant Channel 278C3 at Wellington, Texas.36  Finally, the Channel 278C allotment at Anadarko requires that we substitute Channel 224 for Channel 278C3 at Dickson, Oklahoma.37  There are currently four applications on file for the Channel 278C3 allotment at Dickson.  The Federal Aviation Administration has determined that each of these applications would cause electromagnetic interference (EMI) to air navigation stations.
