Re:  Application for State Certification of Illinois Telecommunications Relay Services

Dear Ms. Jackson,


Pursuant to our conversation of September 25th, 2002, I am writing to request an extension of time for the Illinois Commerce Commission (“ICC”) to file an application for renewal of the certified state Telecommunications Relay Services (“TRS”) program.  To the extent that it may be required to accommodate this request, the ICC asks that the FCC grant a waiver of Commission rule 605(c), 47 C.F.R. § 64.605(c).  

The ICC is in the process of compiling its application for renewal of the certification and expects to meet the certification requirements.  Given the ICC’s open meeting schedule, however, October 16 is the first opportunity that the ICC will have to hear discussion or vote on this matter.  We anticipate filing the application shortly thereafter.
